SUMMARY
e As of June 22, 2020, Fulton has recorded 5,609 cases of the 2019 novel coronavirus (COVID-19) and 304 deaths.
e The central portion of the county (Atlanta metro) accounts for 46% of the cumulative case count while the northern and
southern parts of the county together account for 45% of the COVID-19 cumulative case count in the county.
e By city, cumulative COVID-19 diagnoses rates range from 178.2 per 100,000 persons (Johns Creek) to 1001.9 per
100,000 persons (Union City).
e Among all persons diagnosed with COVID-19 in Fulton County, 17.6% required hospitalization and 5.4% died.
e Residents and staff of long-term care facilities account for 21% of COVID-19 diagnoses and 49% of COVID-19 deaths
in Fulton County (6/22/20).
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*Counts shown reflect the number of confirmed cases as of 9:00am on 6/22/20 using the date of first positive sample collection. Where date of sample collection was
not available or missing, the date of report creation in GA SENDSS was used instead. Note: All data reported are preliminary and subject to change. Delays in data
reporting may cause changes in data counts, particularly in the shaded portion.

REPORTING SYMPTOMS AMONG PERSONS DIAGNOSED WITH COVID-19 IN FULTON

People with COVID-19 have reported a wide range of symptoms ranging from mild symptoms to severe illness. Symptoms may appear 2-14 days
after exposure to the virus. Symptoms reported include: cough, shortness of breath/difficulty breathing, fever, chills, repeated shaking with chills,
