ONLY RAIN DOWN OUR DRAINS

Stormwater runoff is created from precipitation events

STORMWATER RUNOFF that flow over land and does not soak into the ground.

As it flows, the runoff picks up pollutants like trash,

chemicals, dirt/sediments, even animal waste from
pets and wildlife. Stormwater pollution is the leading

cause of water quality degradation in Georgia.

Tlicit (illegal) discharge is any discharge into a municipal
stormdrain system that is not comprised of stormwater.
Never discard the following items down storm drains!

® Sanitary wastewater (sewage)

* Septic tank seepage

¢ Auto fluids and household toxins, such as motor oil,

pesticides, and fertilizers
e Daints

® Pool and Spa Discharge

¢ Car wash, laundry, and/or industrial wastewater

* Location of dumping or discharge

Summaries of all investigations of
illicit discharges and steps taken to
mitigate are recorded in Fulton
County's database and submitted
with our annual Stormwater
(MS4) report.

If environmental court finds that the County ordinance
has been violated, a fine of up to $1000, per violation can
be assessed or 60 days imprisonment for each violation.
